Finances 

 

As a ministry, we take in about $80,000 a year.  Our expenses are about $60,000 a year.  So we usually have a surplus of about $20,000.  

We dipped well below that level at the end of last year, but a few timely donations out of nowhere…directed by our Lord of 

course…really bailed us out.  Thank you! 

 

The finances of this ministry are cared for very well.  We have never been in a dire circumstance financially.  The Lord continues to 

prosper us. 

 

I continue to not take a salary.  The Lord blesses me quite well in my other career, so I am fine with that for now.  One day I hope that 

changes. 
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There are some things on my Pastor wish list…I would like to enhance my Pastor’s library (especially since I had to throw out quite a few 

books when we dismissed Systematic Theology)…I would like to update my bible study software…I’m two versions behind on the 

updates…and I would like to take a trip for a three-day seminar to update my bible study skills with the bible software.  So I put that out 

in prayer and if you see it in your heart to help me in that way, I will appreciate it. 

 

I’d like to express my deep and heartfelt gratitude for your financial support.  The non-resident congregation continues to provide the 

support that helps us stay open, and I see great things in the future for this ministry because of you. 

 

I thank the resident congregation for their unity, and for their support in time and talent as well as in treasure…which allows us to be a 

small ministry that packs a lot of punch.
